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USDA Publishes SFSP Reimbursement Waiver and Q&A on SFSP/SSO

On September 11, 2020, the U.S. Department of Agriculture’s (USDA) Food and Nutrition Service (FNS)
released two documents:

Nationwide Waiver to “ Allow Reimbursement for Meals Served Prior to Notification of Approval and Pro-
vide Flexibility for Pre-approval Visits in the Summer Food Service Program (SFSP).” This waiver allows
SFSP operators to forgo the requirement that reimbursements shall not be paid for meals served at a
site before the sponsor has received written notification that the site has been approved for participa-
tion. This waiver expires on December 31, 2020.

Questions and Answers Relating to the Nationwide Waiver to Allow Summer Food Service Program and

Seamless Summer Option Operations through December 2020. This memorandum includes questions and

answers intended to provide clarification to State Agencies and program operators on issues related to

recently published waivers for SFSP and SSO during the COVID-19 pandemic.
